Track & Field:  The Peak Performance Track Club, concluded its summer season with a strong showing at the USA National Junior Olympics Track & Field Championships in Humble, TX. this past week (July 21-27).  The team earned 4 medals, and 4 Nike All-American honors, and 8 top 15 places in the 28 total events it entered. There were over 8000 athletes participating in this prestige’s meet with approximately 45-50 of the nations best entered in each event. The four medals were earned by 3 athletes who had to finish in the top eight in each of their events to earn a medal.. 
Leading the team and bring home two medals was Kimora Daniels. She was a Gold medal winner and National Champion in 2 events. Kimora, participating in the 9-10 year olds division, won first place in the Shot Put (32 ¼) and the Javelin (86-5). 

The others earning one medal each were Kennedi Sanders  (11-12 year old division) bringing home a bronze medal in the 100 Meter Dash (12.81) and Javion Lee (17-18) year old division) who also won a bronze medal in the Triple Jump (48-11).

Just missing the top eight cut was Rayf Vinson who finished 9th in the 11-12 year old division

of the 800 Meter Dash with a time of 2:18.24 and Katie Aldredge who also finished 9th in the 13-14 year old division of the Javelin (96-9). The other athleres finishing in the top 15 were Andre Mack who placed 13th in the 11-12 year old division of the High Jump with a jump of 4-9 and Justin Bynum who finished 15th in the Hammer with a throw of 108-6. 

 Others team members participating in the National meet were Kacee Johnson finishing 27th  in the 7-8 year old division if the 100 Meter Dash in a personal best time of 15.55. Competing in the 9-10 year old division were Ania Thomas who finished 29th in the Long Jump with a distance of 11-10 1/2, Michiah Keyton,  finishing 42nd  in the 400 Meter Dash in a time of 1:11.65, and Ethan Blaylock who was 43rd place with a throw of 81-0 in the Javelin. Competing in the 11-12 year old division was Adrian Land who placed 34th personal best time of 14.40 in the 80 Meter Hurdles. Entered in the 13-14 year old division was Thaddeus Land who finished 20th in the Discus with a throw of 117-3 and 29th in the Shot Put with a throw of 37-41/2, Eden Adams was 21st in the Javelin with a throw of 81-0, and William Malone who came in 29th in the Discus with a throw of 103-10. Participating in the 15-16 year old age division was Asia Poe who came in 17th in the Heptathlon with a score of 3407 points, Sydney Mann who finished 25th in the Pole Vault with a height of  8-8 ¼, and Dayjah Jackson who placed 32nd in the 100 Meter Dash in a time of 12.41 and also placed 28th in the 200 Meter Dash with a time of 25.32. Competing in the 17-18 year old division was Shandon Lang who finished 28th in the 100 Meter Dash with a time of 11.10, and James Malone who threw 140-3 in the Hammer for 27th place. 
 Coach Groll said, “Since this was the first time for many of these athletes to face such a competitive field, we were pleased to see how well our athletes competed on this national stage.”      

To qualify for the National Championships, the athletes had to advance through a qualifying round of meets that consisted of the USATF Southern Association Championship meet in McComb,  in mid June and the USATF Regional Championship meet in mid July in Birmingham, Al. with athletes from Tennessee, Alabama, Mississippi, and Louisiana.
